SMALL TRACKS PROGRAM – Ages 4 through 7

Small Tracks is a weekday one hour ski lesson designed for younger children. You may choose
a weekday as well as a 3:45pm or 4:45pm lesson time. Please be ready to start your
lesson at that time. If you are renting equipment, kindly arrive at least thirty minutes before
the lesson time so that you have time to collect your equipment.

FIRST TRACKS PROGRAM – Ages 8 through 14

First Tracks is a one hour lesson with one hour free ski/board following their lesson. You may
choose a weekday as well as a 3:45pm or 4:45pm lesson time. Please be ready to start
your lesson at that time. If you are renting equipment, kindly arrive at least thirty minutes
before the lesson time so that you have time to collect your equipment.

SKI AND SNOWBOARD ONLY PROGRAM – Ages 8 through 14

These programs are for LEVEL 3 AND ABOVE SKIERS/RIDERS ONLY and will run for five
weeks in direct conjunction with the First Tracks Program beginning the week of January 3,
2012. Participants may ski/ride during the 2 hour First Tracks’ time. It is the responsibility of
participants’ parent or guardian to ensure that the participant knows how to stop, turn and ride
the lift before allowing the child to participate in this program. Ski Ward accepts NO
responsibility for the instructing or supervising of any participant in the Ski and Snowboard Only
Program. All skiers and snowboarders MUST follow the Responsibility Code and MUST ski/board
in control at all times. Upon arrival participants should pick up their badge at the Guest Services
counter in the main lodge. This badge MUST be worn at all times during the program time. At
the conclusion of the program participants are eligible to receive a complimentary lift ticket as
stated above.
